Objectives of the Course

The main objectives of the course are to teach the basic concepts and terms related to “language” (definition, origin, type), the characteristics and functioning of the
language; the basic identity information about Turkish/Turkish Language; the term Turkish (Turkish of Turkey), its scope, the place of this dialect in the history of the
Turkish language, and basic phonetic rules (sounds, phonetic features, sound events); to teach how to determine whether a word is of Turkish origin or its basic
phonetic features based on phonetic rules; and to raise awareness about the Turkish language.

In this course, the following activities and studies are conducted to ensure that students achieve the required course outcomes: Informing students about the
importance of the course and its content, Examining grammar topics supported by current examples, Frequent use of question-and-answer sessions during class,
Indicating the topic to be studied and discussed the following week, Answering students' questions about previous topics at the beginning of each week, Assigning
homework related to the following topics or exercises each week, Assigning general homework related to the topics discussed (concepts, events, people, etc),
Discussion and evaluation of completed homework, Conducting phonics exercises and practices on words with students in class, Providing feedback on exams,
Conducting individual meetings with students outside of class on topics they do not understand or would like to discuss, Providing individual work to students if
desired. Additionally, the methods used in this course are: 1. DIRECT EXPLANATION 2. PROBLEM SOLVING 3. DISCUSSION 4. SHOW-AND-MAKE

information of Turkish, the term "Turkish as a language", the place of this dialect in the history of the Turkish language, the basic phonetic rules of Turkish as a language
(sounds, phonetic features, phonetic events) are explained through lecture and discussion methods using ppt presentations. Phonetic analysis of words used in Turkish
as a language (whether they are borrowed or not and phonetic events) is carried out on the board with the participation of students.
