General Info

Objectives of the Course

The aim of this course is to introduce students to the history of art, spanning prehistoric times to the early 19th century. This course will examine the fundamental
characteristics, historical developments, and cultural contexts of Anatolian, Mesopotamian, Ancient Egyptian, Eastern and Far Eastern, Greek, Roman, Byzantine, Islamic,
Turkish, and European art. By the end of the course, students will have the knowledge and skills to examine the fine arts of various geographies and periods, connecting
them to disciplines such as philosophy, aesthetics, archaeology, and history.

Course Contents

The course covers the history of art from prehistoric times to the early 19th century. The course begins with the art of Anatolia, Mesopotamia, and Ancient Egypt in
prehistory and antiquity, and extends to the East and the Far East (Persia, India, China, and Japan). The periods, architectural and sculptural characteristics of Greek and
Roman art are examined, and the fundamental elements and developmental lines of Byzantine, Islamic, and Turkish art are introduced. Under the heading of European
Art, the course focuses on medieval styles such as Carolingian, Romanesque, and Gothic, as well as modern movements such as the Renaissance, Mannerism, Baroque,
Rococo, and Neoclassical. Finally, the course concludes with a discussion of art movements that emerged in the 19th century, such as Impressionism, Romanticism, and
Neoclassicism.

Review Unit 1 of the textbook. Focus specifically on the
artworks of the Hittite, Urartian, Phrygian, Lydian,
Sumerian, and Akkadian civilizations. Examine Hittite,
Phrygian, and Urartian art on the website or images of
the Museum of Anatolian Civilizations in Ankara.
Conduct brief research on cuneiform and cylinder seals
in Mesopotamia.

Read the "Ancient Egyptian Civilization and Art" section
of Unit 1 of the textbook. Watch documentaries about
the construction and interior structure of the Egyptian
pyramids. Learn about the "Book of the Dead" and the
Egyptian tradition of mummification.

Read Unit 2 of the textbook. Focus specifically on
Persian and Indian art. Research the architectural and
decorative features of structures such as Persepolis in
Iran and the Taj Mahal in India. Examine the different
styles of Buddha statues in Indian art (e.g, Gandhara,
Gupta).

Read the sections on Chinese and Japanese art in Unit
2 of the textbook. Explore the effects of Japan's
earthquake zone on architecture. Watch documentaries
or examine images about the Terra Cotta Army in
China.

Read the "Greek Art" section of Unit 3 of your textbook.

Focus specifically on architecture and sculpture from
the Archaic and Classical periods. Examine images of
the Parthenon and Erechtheion temples on the
Acropolis in Athens. Research the "Archaic smile" and
the "contrappostolic" pose.

Read the "Greek Art" and "Roman Art" sections of Unit
3 of the textbook. Examine the reliefs of the Pergamon
Zeus Altar and the Laocoon statue group to
understand the exuberant and dramatic aspects of
Hellenistic art. Explore the functions of the Circus
Maximus and forums in Rome.

Read Unit 3 and the introduction to Unit 4 of the
textbook. Research the architectural features and
functions of the Colosseum and Pantheon in Rome.
Read the "INTRODUCTION" section of Unit 4,
"Byzantine Art," and the section on the Early Byzantine
Period under "Religious Architecture" in the "History of
Art" textbook.

Read Unit 4 of the textbook from beginning to end.
Focus particularly on the mosaics in Hagia Sophia, the
Kariye Mosque, and Ravenna. View interior images and
mosaics of the Hagia Sophia and Kariye Mosque in
Istanbul online.
