General Info

Objectives of the Course

The main objective of this course is to provide students with a comprehensive introduction to the technical, aesthetic, and functional processes of terracotta figurine
production in antiquity. Within the scope of the course, it is aimed to teach the technological stages from the processing of clay as a raw material to firing; to
distinguish between production methods such as handmade and mold-made techniques; to analyze the intended uses (context) of figurines in religious, social, and daily
life; and to provide an understanding of the chronological and regional development of coroplastic art from the Neolithic Period to the end of the Roman Empire.
Course Contents

This course explores the production journey of terracotta figurines, one of the most common artistic expressions of the ancient world, from technical, theoretical, and
historical perspectives. Within the curriculum, the technological processes from the processing of raw clay to the firing stage, as well as fundamental production
methods such as hand-modeling and molding techniques, are examined in detail. By analyzing the functional roles of figurines as votive offerings in religious rituals,
their symbolic meanings as funerary gifts, and their socio-cultural significance in daily life (context), the place of these artifacts in the belief system of common people is
discussed. The stylistic changes in coroplastic art from the Neolithic period to the end of the Roman Empire are addressed through a chronological and regional
approach, aiming to provide students with a holistic understanding of the developmental processes in this field.
