General Info

Objectives of the Course

The aim of this course is to improve the English listening and speaking skills of Tourism Management students at the A1 (beginner) level. Students will expand their
vocabulary through basic everyday topics (introducing oneself, describing family members, campus and study life, shopping), learn to use simple grammatical structures
accurately, and gain fluency and confidence through a variety of communicative tasks. Listening activities will focus on understanding gist and details, recognizing
numbers and key information, while speaking activities will reinforce participation in pair and group dialogues, asking and answering questions, and delivering short
presentations. This course aims to establish the foundation of international communication skills necessary for students’ future careers in tourism management

Course Contents

This course provides Tourism Management students with fundamental content to improve their English listening and speaking skills at the A1 level. Through authentic
listening materials and everyday topics, students will acquire skills such as identifying gist and details, recognizing numerical information, asking and answering
questions. Speaking activities will include introducing oneself and others, describing family members, talking about campus and study life, engaging in shopping
dialogues. Vocabulary practice will help strengthen basic lexical knowledge, while simple grammatical structures (present simple tense, subject-object pronouns
countable/uncountable nouns) will be applied. Students will engage in pair and group work, role-plays, short presentations, and discussions, thereby building the<br
/>foundation of English communication competences required in both academic and professional contexts.

Planned Learning Activities and Teaching Methods

The course is designed around communicative activities that encourage active student participation. The learning process will involve lectures, listening exercises, Q&A
sessions, group discussions, pair work, role-plays, and short presentations. Through authentic audio-visual materials, students will practice understanding gist and
details, recognizing numerical information, and expanding their vocabulary. In addition, pair dialogues and group tasks will enable students to apply what they have
learned to real-life scenarios. Throughout the course, teacher guidance, peer feedback, and interactive applications will play a central role in supporting the learning
process

Recommended Optional Programme Components

The recommended optional programme components for this course include: English Speaking Clubs: To encourage students to practice communication outside the
classroom. Film and Documentary Viewing Activities: To enhance listening skills and develop familiarity with different accents. Tourism-Themed Workshops: Focused on
communication scenarios with tourists, customer service, and guiding practices. Digital Applications and Online Platforms: For additional vocabulary development,
pronunciation practice, and listening exercises. These components aim to reinforce the listening and speaking skills gained in class and support the use of English in
professional tourism contexts.
