General Info

Objectives of the Course

This course aims to develop a systematic understanding of the social dimensions of language by enabling students to analyze how linguistic variation indexes identity,
affiliation, power relations, and social meaning; explain regional and social dialect patterns along with chain shifts and pathways of change; critically evaluate research on
language attitudes and perception; interpret conversational organization in terms of speech acts, turn-taking, repair, and politeness; discuss language ideologies in
language socialization and educational settings; and, on this basis, translate evidence into context-sensitive, inclusive, and principled communication/teaching designs.

Course Contents

Language, Identity & Indexicality How variation (accent, lexis, syntax) indexes identity, affiliation, and social stance. Linguistic Relativity & Perception Conceptual
metaphors, categorization, and language-thought links; boundary effects in perception. Scope of Sociolinguistics Language vs. dialect, speech communities,
norms/practices; variable-based approach. Levels of Variation Variation at phonology, morphology, syntax, and discourse; spoken vs. written norms. Dialects &
Mapping Isoglosses/isogloss bundles, dialect atlases, regional patterning. Language Change & Chain Shifts Diffusion, leveling, contact; vowel shifts and regional
divergence. Class, Prestige & Style Overt/covert prestige; change from above/below; style-shifting and stigma. Age, Sex & Trajectories of Change Apparent-time/real-
time perspectives; cross-generational spread of innovations. Language Attitudes & Social Perception Attitudes toward accent/variety; listener inferences and
experimental approaches. Language as a Communicative Process Context, common ground, inference; how meaning is constructed in interaction. Speech Acts &
Implicature Direct/indirect speech acts; inferring intentions from contextual cues. Mechanics of Conversation Turn-taking, adjacency pairs, repair; backchannels and
participation cues. Politeness, Style & Repertoire Facework, politeness strategies; selecting style/repertoire across contexts. Gender, Ethnic Identity & Ideology Indexical
forms, ethnolects (e.g., AAVE); ideology and variation. Language Socialization & Education Child-directed speech, interaction and modeling norms; schooling contexts.
Textspeak & Changing Diversity Myths and prescriptivism; contemporary diversity, global Englishes, language loss.

6. Students will be able to... analyze chain shifts (SVS, NCS, CVS) and predict their consequences for regional differentiation. evaluate sociocultural drivers of change
(urban/rural contrasts, migration).
7. Students will be able to... distinguish changes from above vs. below and predict their diffusion through the class hierarchy. evaluate how overt and covert
prestige guide style-shifting and stigma.
8. Students will be able to... analyze the role of age in language change (apparent-time vs. real-time perspectives). evaluate how sex/age interactions shape
trajectories of change.
9. Students will be able to... -critically evaluate the reliability of accent-based social attributions and identify bias sources. -apply controlled comparisons to isolate
variables in attitude/perception studies.
10. Students will be able to... analyze how context, speaker knowledge, and common ground construct meaning. apply the “no-synonyms” principle to explain how
distributional contrasts yield subtle meanings.
11. Students will be able to... -identify direct/indirect speech acts and infer speaker intentions from contextual cues. -evaluate how politeness and relational
management shape intention recognition.
12. Students will be able to... analyze adjacency pairs, preference structures, and repair. evaluate how power/hierarchy alters sequencing and apply effective turn-
taking strategies.
13. Students will be able to... -explain how children’s language socialization occurs within caregiver-directed activities. -compare cross-cultural practices and predict
their impact on normative language behavior.
