General Info

Objectives of the Course

This course aims to equip future teachers with the theory-to-practice knowledge needed to make evidence-informed decisions about vocabulary instruction and
assessment. Students will examine vocabulary learning processes (incidental and intentional learning), engage with formulaic language and the breadth—-depth
dimensions of word knowledge, apply principles for selecting target items and designing instruction, and critically evaluate word lists and vocabulary tests—translating
these insights into effective classroom practices.

Course Contents

The course opens with a theory-to-practice overview of the nature of vocabulary and what it means to “know” a word, covering form-meaning links and the
distinctions between recognition vs. recall and receptive vs. productive knowledge. It then examines breadth (size) versus depth (quality) of vocabulary knowledge and
how each should be assessed. Building on this, the course shows how the choice of counting unit (type, lemma, word family) shapes measurement and pedagogy; how
frequency-based word lists and the high/mid/low-frequency division inform target selection; and how pre-teaching a small set of items and foregrounding form-
meaning mapping help learners reach the coverage thresholds required for comprehension in reading/listening (=95-98%). The assessment strand addresses test
purpose (achievement, diagnostic, placement), word selection, and item formats; contrasts size tests based on frequency-level sampling with depth/associative
measures (e.g., Word Associates Format, derivation and collocation measures); and walks through class-appropriate test development and validation concerns.
Throughout, practical tasks, mini-projects, and classroom assessments translate these principles into evidence-informed teaching.

Program Outcomes

1. By the end, students will estimate 95% and 98% lexical coverage for three texts using both lemma and word-family counting units and justify their estimates with
at least two reasons (text type, frequency distribution, etc.).

2. By the end, students will compare historically at least three teaching approaches in terms of their treatment of vocabulary and derive two concrete principles for
current classroom practice.

3. By the end, students will operationalize form-meaning-use and receptive—productive / recognition-recall dimensions; design at least four targeted tasks (one per
dimension), and provide a validity rationale for each.

4. By the end, students will extract frequency bands from a provided corpus output, identify at least 15 formulaic units (collocations/chunks), and build a 5-7 item
mini teaching list using explicit selection—exclusion criteria (usefulness, transparency, level).

5. By the end, students will classify target items into academic, technical/discipline-specific, high/mid/low-frequency categories; select 20 targets using at least two
word lists, and align choices with course/program goals.

6. By the end, students will design an incidental-learning scenario based on reading/listening/TV-film input; predict gains using coverage, repetition, and
contextual-cue variables, and develop a brief monitoring instrument (e.g., short-form quiz).

7. By the end, students will create a 1-week study-review plan grounded in retrieval practice and expanding spacing, specifying a target recall level (% correct) and
minimum rehearsal count for each item.

8. By the end, students will integrate vocabulary goals into a unit/weekly lesson plan with a balanced mix of incidental + intentional work; align input, tasks,
feedback, and assessment with the CEFR level and time constraints.

9. By the end, students will design a 10-20 item vocabulary test for a specific purpose (placement/diagnostic/achievement), justify item format, target selection, and
scoring, and report basic reliability/convergent validity evidence.

Ders sonunda 6grenci, verilen bir ders temasi icin akademik, teknik/alan-6zgu, ytiksek/orta/dustk siklik kategorilerini ayirt eder; en az iki
sozciik listesini kullanarak 20 hedef 6ge seger ve secimi program hedefleriyle hizalar.

Ders sonunda 6grenci, okuma/dinleme/TV-film girdilerine dayali edimsel 6grenme senaryosu tasarlar; kapsama, tekrar sayisi ve baglamsal
ipuclari degiskenlerine dayall 6grenme kazanimi tahmini yapar ve izleme araci (6rn. kisa bigim test) gelistirir.

Ders sonunda 6grencdi, geri getirme uygulamasi ve artan aralikli tekrar ilkelerine dayali 1 haftalik 6grenme—pekistirme plani tasarlar;
plandaki her 6ge icin hedef hatirlama diizeyi (% dogru) ve minimum tekrar sayisi belirler.

Ders sonunda 6grenci, bir tinite/haftalik ders planina sozvarligi hedeflerini dengeli bicimde (edimsel + kasitli) entegre eder; girdi, gorev, geri
bildirim ve dl¢gme bilesenlerini CEFR diizeyi ve zaman kisitlari ile tutarli hale getirir.

Ders sonunda 6grenci, belirli bir amag icin (yerlestirme/diagnostik/basari) 10-20 maddelik bir sézvarligi testi tasarlar; madde bicimi, hedef
sozliik segimi ve puanlama anahtarini gerekgelendirir ve temel glvenirlik/ortustk gegerlik kaniti raporlar.
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
