General Info

Objectives of the Course

This course aims to enable prospective teachers to analyze—through the approach-method-technique framework—the core principles of historical and contemporary
language-teaching methods (e.g., Grammar-Translation, Direct Method, Audio-Lingual, Silent Way, Desuggestopedia, Community Language Learning, Total Physical
Response, Communicative Language Teaching, Content/CLIL and Task-Based approaches, Participatory approach, strategy training/cooperative learning, and
technology integration), to transfer these principles to lesson design via explicit principle-technique mapping aligned with context, objectives, and assessment, and to
justify and enact a context-sensitive, principled eclectic practice as reflective practitioners.

Course Contents

aligning context-goals—evaluation. Grammar-Translation (GTM) Rule focus, deductive grammar, L1 mediation, accuracy and vocabulary work; reading-plus-translation
sequences; strengths/limits and appropriate uses.

Audio-Lingual Method (ALM) Habit formation, structural syllabus, dialogues, drill types (repetition/substitution/transformation),
immediate correction; managing the fluency—-accuracy balance. Silent Way Subordination of teaching to learning; sound-color/Fidel charts; Cuisenaire rods; peer/self-
correction norms; discovery-based lesson flows. Desuggestopedia Positive suggestion, authority, low-anxiety climate, peripheral learning; active/passive “concert”
sessions and text-music pairing principles. Community Language Learning (CLL) Counselor—client metaphor, reflective listening, record-transcribe-reformulate cycle;
whole-person learning and trust building. Total Physical Response (TPR) Comprehension-first, silent period, imperative chaining, anxiety reduction; transition from
teacher-led to learner-led commands. Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) Information gap, choice, feedback; authentic materials; task/interaction design;
managing the fluency—accuracy balance. Content-Based / CLIL Dual objectives (content+language), input design, scaffolding, assessment alignment; cross-disciplinary
integration. Task-Based Language Teaching (TBLT) Task cycle (pre-task, task, planning, report, language focus), performance-based assessment; real-world outcomes.
Participatory Approach & Political Dimensions Problem-posing, critical consciousness, identity/community linkage, learner voice; classroom-community bridges.
Learning Strategy Training, Cooperative Learning, Multiple Intelligences Metacognitive-cognitive-affective strategies; structures like jigsaw/think-pair-share;
differentiation and inclusivity. Technology Integration Theory-aligned tool-task selection; autonomy, meaningful feedback, ethics and privacy; principled digital
integration. Synthesis & Principled Eclecticism Context analysis; outcome—principle-technique decision matrix; micro-teaching, peer feedback, and reflective portfolio.

Design Studios: Alignment
of goals-input-tasks—assessment for CLT/CBI-CLIL/TBLT; use of a decision matrix. Micro-Teaching & Peer Feedback: 10-15-minute implementations with structured
observation forms and rubrics. Technique Labs: ALM drill lab (repetition/substitution/transformation), TPR command chains and silent period practice, Silent Way
discovery with sound-color/Fidel charts and rods, CLT information-gap tasks and feedback cycles. Participatory Workshop: Problem-posing, community linkage,
identity-aware activity design. Technology-Integration Sprints: Theory-aligned tool-task pairing, autonomy, and meaningful feedback design. Socratic Seminar /
Fishbowl Discussions: Critical examination of method assumptions and limits. Jigsaw / Think-Pair-Share: Experiencing strategy training and cooperative learning
structures. Reflective Journal & Portfolio: Weekly short reflections; portfolio integrating designs, rationales, and evidence. Planned Learning Activities Principle Mapping
& Concept Networks: Visualizing relationships among key terms. Method Diagnosis Task: Identifying which principles/techniques are operating in a short classroom
episode. Lesson-Plan Prototypes: One draft each for CLT, CBI/CLIL, and TBLT with outcome—principle-technique alignment. Assessment Design: Developing
performance-based criteria (e.g., task products, interaction evidence). Theory-to-Practice Memos: 3-5-sentence justifications of the learning view underlying each
implementation. Community-Oriented Mini-Project: Participatory activity addressing a locally relevant issue. Micro-Teaching Capture & Self-Evaluation: Short video
recording, rubric-based self-review, and revision plan.

Students will be able to operationalize comprehension-first, silent period, and imperative chaining principles and plan a safe transition from teacher-led

commands to learner-led production.

. Students will be able to justify information gap, choice, feedback, and authentic materials, and design a communicative task that maintains the fluency—accuracy

balance.

Students will be able to write dual objectives (content + language) and systematically align input, tasks, and assessment to those objectives.

Students will be able to relate the full task cycle (pre-task, task, planning, report, language focus) to its principles and steer it toward a real-world outcome.
Students will be able to select and justify a digital tool and task that promote autonomy and principled language learning—not mere add-ons.
