This course covers the definitions, structures, and functions of poetic genres (such as gtizelleme, taslama, kocaklama, agrt; ilahi, nefes, devriye, sathiye, tevhid, nutuk,
deme, duvaz) and forms (such as mani, ttrkd, ninni; kosma, destan, semai, varsak, divani, seki; divan, selis, semai, kalenderi, satrang, vezn-i aher) used in Turkish folk
literature, while also providing analytical readings of selected examples. In addition, prose types in folk literature (such as tongue twisters, riddles, proverbs, idioms,
blessings, and curses) are examined in terms of their definitions, structures, functions, and cultural significance. The course combines theoretical instruction with text
analysis to help students gain both conceptual and practical understanding.
