The course includes the topics of Civilizations and History of Ancient Mesopotamia, Life, Culture and Administration in Mesopotamia, Mesopotamian Cosmology and
Beliefs in Mesopotamia, Perception of God and Important Gods in Ancient Mesopotamia, Mesopotamian Myths and Epics: Creation of the Universe, Organization of
the Universe and Creation of Man (Epic of Gilgamesh and the Flood / Epic of Creation / Epic of Erra / Etana / Anzu / Descent of Ishtar to the Underworld / Nergal and
Ereshkigal / Atrahasis).
