Concept of civilization, culture and society, the role of history in the study of civilizations, Mesopotamian civilization, Ancient Egyptian civilization, Indian civilization,
Chinese civilization, the invention and impact of writing, democracy, philosophy and art in Ancient Greece, law, administration and culture in the Roman Empire,
Byzantine civilization, Medieval Europe, Islamic civilization, Renaissance, Reformation movements, geographical discoveries, scientific revolutions, Enlightenment thought,
Industrial Revolution, emergence of the modern state, 20th-century world wars, technological developments, globalization, intercultural interactions, reflections of
civilizations on contemporary societies.
