Dersin Amaci

Bu ders, Modern Ortadogu tarihini Osmanli imparatorlugu’nun son déneminden giiniimiize
kadar olan stirecte ele alarak, bolgedeki sosyal, siyasi ve ekonomik gelismeleri tarihsel
baglam i¢inde analiz etmeyi amaglamaktadir. Ders kapsaminda, Birinci Diinya Savasi sonrasi
Ortadogu’nun sekillenmesi, Arap milliyet¢iliginin dogusu ve gelisimi, Filistin meselesi, Baas
rejimleri, petrol ekonomisinin bolgedeki etkileri ve terdriin ortaya ¢ikisi gibi temel konular
incelenecektir.

Ogrencilerin, Ortadogu'daki giincel olaylar1 tarihsel nedenleriyle degerlendirme yetisini
kazanmasi ve bdlgenin kiiresel siyaset ve ekonomi i¢indeki yerini kavramasi
hedeflenmektedir. Bu dogrultuda, ders boyunca bolgesel aktorler, uluslararasi iliskiler ve
ideolojik hareketler arasindaki dinamikler ele alinacak, farkli akademik perspektifler 1s181nda
tartigmalar yiritiilecektir.

Dersin temel kaynaklar1 arasinda William L. Cleveland’in Modern Ortadogu Tarihi, Eugene
Rogan’in Araplar, llan Pappe’nin Ortadogu 'yu Anlamak ve Albert Hourani’nin Cagdas Arap
Diisiincesi gibi ¢alismalar yer almakta olup, bu kaynaklar ¢ergevesinde derinlemesine
okumalar ve analizler yapilacaktir.

Course Objective:

This course aims to analyze the history of the Modern Middle East from the late Ottoman
period to the present, examining the region’s social, political, and economic developments
within a historical context. The course covers key topics such as the shaping of the Middle
East after World War I, the rise and evolution of Arab nationalism, the Palestinian issue,
Ba’athist regimes, the impact of the oil economy, and the emergence of terrorism.

Students are expected to develop the ability to assess contemporary events in the Middle East
through their historical causes and to understand the region’s role in global politics and
economics. In this regard, the course will examine the dynamics between regional actors,
international relations, and ideological movements, facilitating discussions from various
academic perspectives.

The main course materials include A History of the Modern Middle East by William L.
Cleveland, The Arabs: A History by Eugene Rogan, The Middle East: A History by Ilan
Pappe, and Arabic Thought in the Liberal Age by Albert Hourani. These texts will form the
basis for in-depth readings and analyses throughout the course.

Dersin Icerigi

Bu ders, Modern Ortadogu’nun tarihsel gelisimini Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun son
doneminden itibaren ele alarak, bolgedeki siyasi, toplumsal ve ekonomik doniisiimleri analiz
etmektedir. Ders, Osmanli’nin son donemindeki reform hareketleri ve bolgedeki milliyet¢i
akimlarin ortaya ¢ikigini inceleyerek baslamakta, ardindan Birinci Diinya Savasi’nin ve
sonrasinda kurulan manda ydnetimlerinin Ortadogu’yu nasil sekillendirdigini tartigmaktadir.

Ders kapsaminda, Arap milliyet¢iliginin dogusu, somiirgecilik sonrast bagimsizlik
miicadeleleri, Filistin meselesinin tarihsel kokenleri, Israil’in kurulusu ve Arap-Israil
catigmalarinin evrimi detayli olarak ele alinacaktir. Bunun yani sira, Baas rejimlerinin



yiikselisi, iran Devrimi, Kérfez Savaslari, petrol ekonomisinin bolge siyaseti iizerindeki
etkileri ve terdrizmin ortaya ¢ikist gibi kritik konular {izerinde durulacaktir.

Ders boyunca, bolgedeki devletlerarast iliskiler, ideolojik hareketler, dini ve etnik kimliklerin
siyasi siireglere etkileri gibi konular akademik kaynaklar ve tarihsel belgeler ¢ercevesinde
tartisilacaktir.

Course Content:

This course examines the historical development of the Modern Middle East, focusing on the
region’s political, social, and economic transformations from the late Ottoman period
onward. It begins with an analysis of Ottoman reform movements and the emergence of
nationalist currents, followed by discussions on the impact of World War I and the formation
of mandate administrations that reshaped the Middle East.

The course covers the rise of Arab nationalism, post-colonial struggles for independence, the
historical roots of the Palestinian issue, the establishment of Israel, and the evolution of Arab-
Israeli conflicts. Additionally, it explores the emergence of Ba’athist regimes, the Iranian
Revolution, the Gulf Wars, the impact of the oil economy on regional politics, and the rise of
terrorism as a significant factor in Middle Eastern affairs.

Throughout the course, discussions will focus on inter-state relations in the region,
ideological movements, and the influence of religious and ethnic identities on political
processes, drawing from academic sources and historical documents.

e Vaka Analizleri: Belirli tarihsel olaylar vaka caligsmasi olarak ele alinacak ve
ogrenciler bu olaylarin farkli perspektiflerden nasil degerlendirildigini tartisacaktir.

o Film ve Belgesel Gosterimleri: Modern Ortadogu tarihine dair filmler ve belgeseller
izlenerek, tartigmalarla tarihi olaylarin medya ve gorsel kiiltiir izerinden nasil
anlatildig1 ele almacaktir.

e Arastirma ve Yazma Calsmalari: Ogrenciler ddnem boyunca belirlenen konularda
aragtirma yapacak ve akademik yazim kurallarina uygun olarak makaleler
hazirlayacaktir.



Bu yontemlerle 6grencilerin elestirel diisiinme becerileri gelistirilerek, Modern Ortadogu
tarihine dair akademik bir perspektif kazanmalar1 saglanacaktir.

Planned Learning Activities and Teaching Methods

This course employs various teaching methods and learning activities to help students
develop an analytical and critical understanding of Modern Middle Eastern history. The
course will include instructor-led lectures, in-class discussions, student presentations,
academic article readings, and document analysis.

To enhance students’ comprehension of the course material and encourage a
multidimensional evaluation of historical events, the following learning activities will be
implemented:

students will analyze academic articles, diplomatic documents, and primary source
texts.

documentaries to explore how historical events are represented in media and visual
culture.

e Research and Writing Assignments: Students will conduct research on assigned
topics and produce written assignments following academic writing conventions.

Presentation of the Course

This course will be conducted through face-to-face (formal education) instruction,
incorporating lectures by the instructor, student presentations, in-class discussions, and the
use of audiovisual materials. To enrich the course content, a variety of sources, including
academic articles, diplomatic documents, historical records, and maps, will be utilized.

Since the course aims to provide students with an analytical and critical perspective on
Modern Middle Eastern history, a discussion-based and participatory learning environment
will be encouraged. Students will be expected to actively participate in class, engage with
readings, and share their research findings.

On certain occasions, film and documentary screenings will be incorporated to enhance
students’ understanding of relevant topics, alongside analyses based on maps and statistical
data. Additionally, group work and case study exercises on historical events will be
conducted to encourage students to examine issues from multiple perspectives.

The course will be conducted in Turkish, but students will be expected to read academic
articles and sources in English. Throughout the course, students will synthesize the
knowledge gained and present their analyses through written and oral presentations.

1. Analyze the historical development of the Modern Middle East and assess the
historical roots of its contemporary political, social, and economic structures.
2. Critically interpret the connections between ideological movements, international
relations, and societal transformations in the region.

3. Utilize academic sources to conduct multidimensional analyses of historical events
and present their findings through both oral and written academic work.
