General Info

Objectives of the Course

The aim of this course is to examine the historical, cultural, and theological connections between the Bible (Old and New Testament) and Anatolia. It focuses on
analyzing the interactions between the civilizations, religious traditions, and historical events of Anatolia and the biblical texts, and on evaluating the reflections of this
region within the sacred scriptures through archaeological, historical, and philological evidence. The course seeks to provide students with an interdisciplinary
perspective to better understand both the biblical texts and the multi-layered cultural landscape of Anatolia.

Course Contents

This course explores the historical context of the Bible and its interaction with the geography of Anatolia. It examines the reflections of the Old and New Testament
within Anatolia through archaeological findings, ancient cities, and religious traditions. The religious and cultural structures of the Hittite, Phrygian, Lydian, Persian,
Hellenistic, and Roman periods are evaluated in comparison with biblical narratives. Special emphasis is given to Paul's missionary activities in Anatolia, the development
of early Christian communities, and the role of synagogues and early churches. Drawing on philological, historical, and archaeological evidence, the course aims to
analyze the multi-layered reflections of the Bible in Anatolia from an interdisciplinary perspective.

Planned Learning Activities and Teaching Methods

Lectures: The instructor will present the historical, cultural, and theological reflections of the Bible in the context of Anatolia. Historical periods, archaeological findings,
and textual analyses will be conveyed through structured lectures. Seminars and Discussions: Students will engage in discussions on selected texts, scholarly articles, and
archaeological case studies, sharing their interpretations within an academic framework. Textual and Philological Analysis: Individual or group exercises will focus on
analyzing passages from the Old Testament, New Testament, and related early Christian writings. Archaeological Case Studies: Specific ancient cities in Anatolia (e.g.,
Ephesus, Tarsus, Antioch) and archaeological sites will be studied using visual and written materials to understand their biblical connections. Presentations and Projects:
Students will conduct individual or group research projects on specific topics, present their findings in class, and engage in critical discussion. Independent Reading and
Research: Students will read assigned primary and secondary sources to develop critical analysis and synthesis skills. Digital and Visual Materials: Maps, photographs,
3D models, and interactive presentations will be used to enhance understanding of the geographic and archaeological context. Assignments and Reporting: Research
papers, textual analysis reports, and case study assignments will be used to reinforce learning outcomes and support student progress.

Recommended Optional Programme Components

Prerequisites: Students are recommended to have a basic understanding of ancient history, archaeology, or theology. Familiarity with the Biblical texts and basic
language skills (Turkish or English) will enhance the effectiveness of the course. Class Participation and Active Engagement: As the course focuses on discussions and
case studies, active participation and coming prepared to class are essential. Technological Requirements: Since digital materials, maps, and visual aids will be used
during the course, students should have access to a computer and the internet. Reading and Research Habits: Success in the course will depend on regular reading,
article and source review. Students are expected to read and analyze selected texts in advance. Assessment Criteria: Students’ performance will be evaluated based on
seminar participation, project and presentation work, assignments, and the final report. Interdisciplinary Approach: The course integrates history, archaeology, theology,
and philology. Students are encouraged to synthesize knowledge obtained from different disciplines.

Presentation Of Course

The course will be conducted in a theoretical and practical format, with 3 hours of classroom instruction per week, supplemented by seminars or lab-style sessions when
necessary.
