General Info

Objectives of the Course

The course aims to enable learners to use a wide range of upper intermediate level grammar structures and vocabulary accurately and appropriately, to understand and
analyze authentic spoken and written texts, and to participate effectively in discussions, debates, and presentations. Learners will also develop the ability to produce
extended, coherent, and well-structured oral and written texts across various academic and everyday contexts, while fostering independent learning strategies and
critical reflection to progress toward advanced language proficiency.

Course Contents

In this course, students explore basic grammar topics such as forming questions, simple and compound tenses (present perfect, past perfect continuous, future perfect
and continuous, etc.); narrative-story narrative structures and conditional sentences. They also build thematic vocabulary connected to jobs, health, fashion, air travel,
weather, risk, and feelings, while reinforcing accuracy through review and revision weeks.<br /> <br />Learners engage with authentic texts (articles, stories, interviews,
TV programs, and advice texts) to improve reading and listening skills, while participating in interactive speaking activities including discussions, role-plays, and debates.
Writing practice emphasizes short functional texts (emails, descriptions, blog posts, poems) and gradually develops towards more structured and expressive writing
tasks.<br /> <br /> At the end of the term, students review and reinforce the foreign language structures they learned in the first semester; integrate grammar,
vocabulary, and language skills with holistic review activities and prepare for the final assessment of the fall semester.

Planned Learning Activities and Teaching Methods

Lectures and Presentations: Teacher-led explanations of grammar topics supported with examples. Interactive Practice: In-class Q&A, pair work, and group tasks to
consolidate question formation, tense usage, and conditionals. Reading and Listening Activities: Work with authentic texts such as articles, stories, interviews, and media
materials to practice comprehension, note-taking, and inference. Speaking Activities: Discussions, role-plays, debates, and conversational simulations to improve
communicative competence. Writing Tasks: Production of short functional texts (emails, descriptions, blog posts, poems) with gradual progression to more structured
texts. Review and Assessment Weeks: “Revise & Check” units and end-of-term revision weeks to reinforce knowledge and skills. Independent Learning Tasks: Weekly
preparation activities (research, sentence writing, bringing examples) to encourage active learner participation.

Recommended Optional Programme Components

Supplementary Reading Materials: Short stories, newspaper articles, and current magazine pieces are recommended to expose learners to diverse language use. Online
Resources: Language learning platforms, vocabulary apps, and listening materials are suggested for independent practice. Cultural Activities: Watching English-language
films, documentaries, and plays, followed by in-class discussions on cultural differences. Projects and Presentations: Students prepare short projects on selected topics
(work, health, fashion, travel) and present them in class. Portfolio Work: Learners compile a portfolio including written tasks, feedback, and self-assessments. Language
Portfolio / Journaling: Students are encouraged to keep reflective journals to monitor their learning process and progress.
