Objectives of the Course

The aim of this course is to understand the geographical distribution of economic activities, their spatial relations, and dynamics on both global and regional scales. It
seeks to enable students to comprehend the relationship between natural resources, production activities, industry, and service sectors with space. The course provides
a geographical perspective on areas such as globalization, regional development, transportation, trade, and energy. Students will develop skills in interpreting the
transformation of economic space through maps, statistics, and case studies. In addition, they will be encouraged to evaluate current debates in economic geography
through examples from Turkey and around the world.

Course Contents

This course covers the fundamental concepts, historical development, and theoretical approaches of economic geography. It examines the spatial distribution and social
impacts of natural resources, agriculture, industry, trade, transportation, and the energy sector. Current topics such as globalization, regional development, tourism,
urbanization, and the knowledge economy are addressed from a geographical perspective. The effects of economic activities on space are evaluated through maps,
statistics, and case studies. The transformation processes of economic space are comparatively analyzed with examples from Turkey and different regions of the world.
