General Info

Objectives of the Course

The aim of this course is to provide students with an interdisciplinary perspective on migration within the framework of space and society relations. It seeks to help
them understand different types of migration by examining its historical, economic, cultural, and political dimensions. The course provides theoretical and practical tools
for analyzing the interaction between migration and space. It contributes to the development of critical thinking and interpretative skills by evaluating current migration
debates. In addition, it encourages students to comparatively analyze migration experiences in Turkey and other regions of the world.

Course Contents

This course examines migration in its social, spatial, and cultural dimensions. It addresses historical migration movements, internal and international dynamics, as well as
forced and voluntary types of migration. The relationships between migration and urbanization, social change, identity, belonging, diaspora, and gender are discussed.
National and international migration policies, refugee issues, and integration processes are analyzed through case studies. Migration experiences in Turkey and various
world regions are evaluated from a comparative perspective.

Critical
readings of current migration reports and articles are conducted to link theory with practice.

Recommended Optional Programme Components

Students are advised to closely follow current developments related to migration and space. Maps, tables, and statistics should be actively used during the course;
students are encouraged to contribute through short assignments, reports, or presentations. Field observations and examples from local migration experiences may
also enhance learning.
