General Info

Objectives of the Course

The purpose of the Law of Negotiable Instruments course is to introduce the types of promissory notes frequently used in commercial life, especially bills of exchange
consisting of bills of exchange, bonds and checks, and to explain how legal issues related to these promissory notes are resolved in legislation and case law.

Course Contents

The Law of Negotiable Instruments course covers the definition and elements of promissory notes, promissory notes; registered, order, bearer promissory notes and
their transfer status; types and characteristics of bills of exchange, basic elements of bills of exchange, bills of exchange and checks, the defense system in bills of

exchange, the invalidity and cancellation of commercial transactions arising from the use of the aforementioned diseases in commercial life, as well as legal regulations
and solution methods in case law.

Presentation Of Course

Theoretical/ In-person class-The course on Negotiable Instruments Law will first introduce the basic concepts and institutions, then explain how bills of exchange,
including bills of exchange, bonds and checks, are handled in the Turkish Commercial Code and, in parallel, how these provisions are applied in judicial practice.

2. Can understand how commercial papers, which are negotiable instruments, can be classified in terms of the transfer process that is important for the
continuation of commercial life and the legal consequences of this classification.

3. Can understand and interpret the elements of the concept of bill of exchange and the legal and economic functions of bills of exchange, bills of exchange, and
checks.

4. Can comprehend the legal and jurisprudential stipulations about issues relating to bills of exchange, including promissory notes, bonds and checks and formulate
analogous legal resolutions.
