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COG 414 - ALTERNATIF TURIZM FAALIYETLERI - Fen Edebiyat Fakdltesi - Cografya Bolumi
General Info

Objectives of the Course

The aim of this course is to enable students to understand, within a conceptual and theoretical framework, the types of tourism that are developing as alternatives to
mass tourism (ecotourism, rural tourism, cultural tourism, diaspora tourism, gastronomic tourism, health tourism, etc.), and to acquire the ability to analyze the spatial,
social, cultural, economic, and environmental impacts of these activities from a critical perspective. Furthermore, the course aims to equip students with analytical and
practical competencies in evaluating, planning, and developing alternative tourism potential in line with sustainable tourism principles.

Course Contents

This course examines alternative tourism types in theoretical and practical terms within the framework of diversification trends in tourism. The course first comparatively
examines the concepts of mass tourism and alternative tourism; fundamental principles such as sustainability, local development, carrying capacity, and environmental
sensitivity are discussed. The characteristics, development dynamics, and spatial distribution of alternative tourism types such as ecotourism, rural tourism, agrotourism,
cultural tourism, religious tourism, gastronomic tourism, health and thermal tourism, diaspora tourism, creative tourism, experiential tourism, and slow tourism are
evaluated. The social and cultural impacts, economic contributions, and environmental consequences of these activities on the local community are analyzed from a
critical perspective. The course also covers methods for determining alternative tourism potential (site analysis, mapping, stakeholder analysis, SWOT, etc.), and planning
and policy development processes. Students are encouraged to conduct practical analyses through case studies from Turkey and around the world.

Recommended Optional Programme Components

Using local examples within the course (e.g., Cappadocia, Nevsehir and its surroundings) facilitates students' understanding of the topics in a concrete spatial context.
Students should be encouraged to work with current reports and strategy documents (UNWTO, UNESCO, OECD, Ministry of Culture and Tourism reports, etc.). It is
recommended that course materials be supported by academic articles, maps, documentaries, and digital content, in addition to the textbook. An interdisciplinary
perspective (geography, sociology, planning, economics) should be particularly emphasized. It is important for students to develop awareness of ethical tourism, local
participation, and social justice. If possible, planning a technical field trip/study within the course (e.g., a visit to an ecotourism area, rural destination, or cultural heritage
site) strengthens learning. Considering not only exams but also projects, presentations, and participation in the assessment process provides a more holistic evaluation.
Raising students' awareness of academic writing and source usage (citation, plagiarism awareness) enhances the academic quality of the course.
