General Info

Objectives of the Course

The aim of this course is to examine the reciprocal relationship between culture and space from a geographical and critical perspective; to enable students to
understand that space is socially produced; and to equip them with the ability to analyze the effects of cultural processes on spatial organization. Within the scope of
the course, students are expected to interpret concepts such as identity, belonging, memory, representation, power, and everyday practices within a spatial context, and
to critically evaluate theoretical knowledge through concrete examples.

Course Contents

This course addresses the geographical and social dimensions of the relationship between culture and space within a theoretical and applied framework. The course
discusses fundamental concepts such as culture, space, place, landscape, identity, and belonging; and examines the historical development and contemporary
approaches to cultural geography. Theoretical frameworks such as the social production of space (Lefebvre), the relationship between power and space (Foucault),
everyday life practices (De Certeau), representation and discourse, cultural landscape, memory spaces, and collective memory are explored. Contemporary issues such as
urban, cultural, and spatial transformation, gentrification, cultural economics, tourism, and the representation of space are discussed. The course also focuses on the
relationship between globalization and locality, cultural diversity, spatial inequalities, and identity-based spatial organizations. Through case studies from Turkiye and
around the world, the aim is to develop students' ability to evaluate theoretical knowledge through concrete spatial examples.

Recommended Optional Programme Components

Due to the theoretical intensity of the course, students should be encouraged to do prior reading; short weekly reading lists reinforce learning. Given the abstract
nature of the concepts, it is recommended to make connections with examples from daily life and the immediate environment (campus, neighborhood, city). An
interdisciplinary perspective (geography, sociology, anthropology, architecture, urban planning) should be particularly emphasized throughout the course. The goal
should be not only for students to learn theory, but also to gain the ability to read and interpret space. Course materials should be supported by books as well as
academic articles, documentaries, films, maps, visual narratives, and digital platforms. Field observation or small-scale fieldwork (e.g., street, square, neighborhood
analysis) deepens the learning process. The assessment process should consider not only exams, but also presentations, participation in discussions, short analytical
texts, and project work. Developing students' awareness of ethical sensitivity, respect for differences, and critical thinking should be considered one of the fundamental
outcomes of the course.
