In group studies, students form chamber music ensembles and develop skills in
ensemble playing, listening, coordination, and creating a unified interpretation. During rehearsals, emphasis is placed on coordination, balance, intonation, and
unity of expression. The learning process is supported through regular rehearsals, feedback, and performance-based activities.

. Inindividual and group studies, students are expected to follow a regular and disciplined practice process. Since the efficiency of ensemble rehearsals depends

on adequate individual preparation, students are required to prepare their own parts both technically and musically in advance. In group work, time management,
rehearsal discipline, mutual listening, and effective communication are emphasized. Ensemble cohesion, shared responsibility, and respect for a unified
interpretation are essential. Applying the instructor’s feedback consistently throughout the course is crucial for achieving the learning objectives.
