Reading Assignments: Weekly readings from
main sources to prepare for in-class discussions. Debates & Critical Evaluation: Exploring how concepts vary across geographical and cultural contexts.

The course is delivered face-to-face. Theoretical lectures are conducted in the classroom, while discussions and practical applications are carried out interactively. The
language of instruction is Turkish.
