General Info

Objectives of the Course

The course Teaching Language Skills 2 aims to equip students with the necessary knowledge and skills to effectively teach the four essential language skills—listening,
speaking, reading, and writing—in the context of teaching English as a foreign language. Throughout the course, students will explore contemporary teaching methods,
strategies, and materials to enhance their ability to facilitate language learning in the classroom. Additionally, the course aims to develop students' understanding of
student-centered teaching approaches, integrated skills instruction, and assessment and evaluation in language teaching. By combining theoretical knowledge with
practical applications, this course prepares prospective English language teachers to implement effective and creative language teaching strategies in diverse
educational settings.
Course Contents

This course focuses on how to effectively teach the four essential language skills (listening, speaking, reading, and writing) in English as a Foreign Language (EFL)
settings. The topics covered in the course include: Fundamental concepts and approaches in teaching language skills Teaching listening skills: Types of listening,
strategies, and classroom applications Teaching speaking skills: Fluency vs. accuracy, interactive speaking activities Teaching reading skills: Reading strategies, text types,
and comprehension techniques Teaching writing skills: Process-based writing, academic writing, feedback techniques Integrated skills instruction: Using authentic
materials and task-based language teaching Lesson planning and material development: Designing effective skill-based lesson plans Assessment and evaluation:
Measuring language skills, formative vs. summative assessment Technology-enhanced language skills instruction: Digital tools and interactive video integration

Planned Learning Activities and Teaching Methods

This course integrates various active learning strategies and teaching methods to encourage student engagement and hands-on practice. The main teaching methods
and learning activities used in the course include: Lectures: Providing theoretical foundations for language skills instruction. Interactive Discussions: Encouraging
students to share perspectives on different language teaching approaches. Group Work: Engaging students in collaborative material development and lesson planning.
Microteaching: Allowing students to practice short teaching demonstrations. Task-Based Learning: Involving students in language skill-related tasks for experiential
learning. Lesson Planning Activities: Designing and presenting lesson plans focusing on language skills. Material Design and Implementation: Creating and utilizing
textbooks, digital tools, and authentic materials for language instruction. Video Analysis: Observing and analyzing language teaching classroom videos. Individual and
Group Presentations: Students present on specific language skills or teaching methods. Feedback & Reflective Evaluation: Encouraging students to assess their own
learning and provide peer feedback.
Recommended Optional Programme Components

To ensure the effective delivery of this course, the following points should be taken into account: Class Participation and Interaction: The course should encourage
active student participation. Discussions, group work, and presentations should be integral components. Use of Technology: Interactive video tools (Kapwing, Hihaho,
etc.), online language teaching platforms, and digital resources can be used to enrich course materials. Course presentations, video lectures, and online resources should
be shared with students. Student-Centered Approach: Students should be actively involved in learning processes. Authentic materials (news articles, blog posts,
podcasts, etc.) should be incorporated into the course content. Emphasis on Practical Work: Students should gain real classroom experience by preparing lesson plans
and engaging in microteaching activities. Performance-based activities should be implemented to improve fluency in speaking and writing.
